Owners, operators and/or design teams within businesses, non-profit organizations, institutions and local government facilities are eligible to receive this award. New Jersey's Clean Energy Program offers a diverse collection of opportunities available to all customers of the state's public utilities. In evaluating nominees for this award, energy savings and emissions reduction results will be normalized by percentages and per square foot data to account for building size, providing equal opportunity to small, medium and large facilities.

Evaluation Criteria and Weight:

· Environmental Impact (actual savings and percentage reductions)

· 20% Electricity (annual and lifetime energy and peak demand – before and after) and/or Natural Gas (annual and lifetime – before and after)

· 10% Carbon Dioxide (annual and lifetime emissions – before and after)

· 30% Support of Energy Master Plan Goals

· 15% Unique Approach and Degree of Difficulty in Overcoming Challenges, Barriers and Obstacles

· 25% Replicability
